What: Each participating team will play a minimum of three games.

Awards: Finalists in each division will receive individual awards for players and coach.

Who: Applications are invited from teams that are duly registered with their respective State and/or National Associations and Canada.
Players must be registered to the team making an application. Players may play for only one team in the tournament. Switching teams by
players is not permitted. U-14 teams are officially entered in a U-14/15 age group to accommodate teams with “trapped" or "orphaned" eighth-
grade players. All of a team's players must be within the guidelines for the tournament division age group. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS to
the above player/team requirement.
